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A I'heure ol le renforcement des dispositifs de
sécurité conduit a des situations de plus en plus
irrationnelles, Michikazu Matsune pose un
regard critique sur les dérives actuelles de nos
sociétés de controle. La trame de sa performance
est élaborée a partir de I'histoire d’Abdur Rahim
Jackson, danseur afro-américain, membre de
I’Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, contraint
en 2008 de démontrer sa profession a |'aéroport
de Tel-Aviv pour étre autorisé a entrer sur le
territoire israélien. La frontiere aéroportuaire,
lieu sensible des systemes de surveillance, y
devient la scene d’une discrimination
proprement spectaculaire, indice d’une paranoia
désormais institutionnalisée. Entre spectacle de
danse et théatre d’objets, faisant intervenir
projection vidéo, photographies et éléments
narratifs, Dance, if you want to enter my
country! traite avec un regard critique cette
absurde fuite en avant, opposant le jeu d'une
libre inventivité aux logiques répressives du
monde globalisé.

Né a Kdébe (Japon), Michikazu Matsune vit et
travaille a Vienne (Autriche). Au croisement de
la chorégraphie et de la performance, son travail
interroge les relations entre identité et
globalisation, sujet et objet, acte et langage,
public et privé. Il développe en lien une ceuvre
plastique par laquelle il organise des glissements
entre la forme scénique et le format d’exposition.
Depuis 2012, il enseigne la danse a |'université
des arts HZT de Berlin et a la Salzburg
Experimental Academy of Dance.

At a time when the strengthening of security
measures has led to increasingly irrational
situations, Michikazu Matsune takes a critical
view of the current outlandishness of our
control-driven societies. The structure of his
performance was built up from the story of
Abdur Rahim Jackson, the Afro-American
dancer, and member of the Alvin Ailey American
Dance Theater, who was forced in 2008 to
demonstrate his profession at Tel Aviv airport,
before being able to enter the territory of Israel.
The frontier in an airport, a sensitive site for
surveillance systems, thus becomes the scene
for a distinctly “spectacular” discrimination, as
the symbol of a paranoia which has now become
institutionalised. Between a dance performance
and a theatre of objects, bringing in video
projections, photographs and narrative
elements, Dance, if you want to enter my
country! treats this headlong rush into absurdity
with a critical gaze, opposing the play of a free
inventiveness to the repressive rationales of a
globalised planet.

Born in Kobe (Japan), Michikazu Matsune lives
and works in Vienna (Austria). At the crossroads
between choreography and performance, his
work examines the relationships between
identity and globalisation, subject and object,
actions and language, or the public and the
private. He has developed an associated body of
work in visual art through which he manages
shifts between the stage and exhibition forms.
Since 2012, he has been teaching dance at the
Inter-University Centre for Dance in Berlin and
the Salzburg Experimental Academy of Dance.
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
