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Avec le filibuster, le monde politique américain a
inventé une performance étrange. Par le biais de
cette stratégie, qui consiste a parler sans dis-
continuer jusqu’a la fin de la séance du jour, un
sénateur d’opposition a la possibilité de bloquer
le passage d’une loi en forgant le report de son
vote — un spectacle que Bryan Campbell améne
aujourd’hui a la scéne. Pendant huit heures, le
chorégraphe américain a choisi de se plier aux
mémes contraintes que les hommes et femmes
politiques qui utilisent le filibuster. Comme eux,
il se privera de s’appuyer sur son pupitre, de
nourriture, et de pause toilette. Performance a
la fois écrite et improvisée, Janitor of Lunacy: a
Filibuster offre la possibilité au public de partir
et revenir a son gré. Réflexion sur les interac-
tions entre corps et politique, ce marathon
chorégraphié remplit le temps — objectif premier
du filibuster — avec bravoure et vulnérabilité.

Artiste américain installé a Paris, Bryan
Campbell a fait ses études a la Tisch School

of the Arts (New York University) et a la Salzburg
Experimental Academy of Dance, avant d’inté-
grer la formation Exerce au CCN de Montpellier.
Egalement interpréte aux cotés de Loic Touzé,
DD Dorvillier ou Marco Berrettini, il privilégie des
formes multi-disciplinaires qui associent image,
texte et chorégraphie. Ses ceuvres incluent
MARVELOUS (2015), qui associait un magazine
de mode a une performance, et SQUARE DANCE
(2019), inspiré de la danse sociale américaine
du méme nom, crée lors de la 5° édition de
Camping.

With the filibuster, the American political world
has invented a strange performance. By means
of this strategy, which consists of speaking conti-
nuously until the end of the day’s session, an
opposition senator has the possibility of blocking
the passage of a bill by forcing the postpone-
ment of its vote — a feat that Bryan Campbell

is now bringing to the stage. During an eight-
hour performance, the American choreographer
submits himself to the same constraints as the
politicians who use the filibuster. Like them, he
will not lean on his desk, he will not eat, and he
will not take a bathroom break. A piece that is
both written and improvised, Janitor of Lunacy:
a Filibuster allows the audience to leave and
return as they please. Proposing a reflection on
the interaction between the body and politics,
this choreographed marathon fills time — the
filibuster’s primary objective — with bravery and
vulnerability.

Bryan Campbell is an American artist living in
Paris. He studied at the Tisch School of the
Arts (New York University) and at the Salzburg
Experimental Academy of Dance, before joining
the Exerce training programme at the CCN in
Montpellier. He has performed with Loic Touzé,
DD Dorvillier and Marco Berrettini, favouring
multi-disciplinary forms that combine image,
text and choreography. His own works include
MARVELOUS (2015), which associates a fashion
magazine and a performance, and SQUARE
DANCE (2019), inspired by the American social
dance of the same name, created for the 5th
edition of Camping.
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
